The Councillors were summoned to attend the meeting of Widworthy Parish Council held at Wilmington Village Hall on Thursday, June 19th, 2025 starting at 7.00pm.  The following matters were discussed.  
Those present Councillors Gordon Mowatt (Chair), Diana Preston and Philip Webber.  Carol Miltenburg (Clerk).

MINUTES 
1) Apologies for absence – none received.  Declaration of interests in item 11 of this meeting was made by Cllr Mowatt as an acquaintance of all the applicants.

2) The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on May 29th, 2025 were accepted by the Council and signed by the Chair.  Proposed PW seconded DP.

3) New Council members.  The members were shown an idea for a flyer to advertise the positions, this will be finalised shortly.  It was agreed to get these printed and hand delivered to all residents once finalised.  The second page will be used to advertise the Village Hall and ask for interest in a regular “Community Get Together” coffee and cake event at the Hall.

4) Reports from Councillors, Police, Village Hall, Church, CLT etc. None made.

5) Matters arising from the previous minutes. .gov.uk website / e mail addresses – The website name has been changed and the e mails will be done shortly. Hedges – National Highways has been contacted.  Noticeboards – ongoing.

6) Public Forum. None present.

7) Highway Matters.  A35 – no updates at this meeting- awaiting reply from National Highways.  

8) Finance.  Payments made to Community Heartbeat Trust £42.00 – re defib, DALC £140.29 subscription, P Clapham £84.10 Internal Audit.   Proposed PW seconded DP.  
Payments received - None. The bank statements were available for viewing. 
The Clerk is to get information on the Unity Bank and their accounts.

9) The members approved the “Certificate of Exemption from a limited assurance review” – of the Annual Governance & Accountability Return (AGAR) 2024/25.  This was duly signed by the Chair.  Proposed DP seconded PW.

10)   The members accepted the Annual Internal Audit Report 2024/25.  The Internal auditors report and comments were considered and the suggested actions were accepted and will be implemented as soon as possible. This includes the recommendation that the Clerks hours should be 4 per week (the recommendation for a Parish Council of this size) and that the Clerk can claim £6/week using home as office.  Proposed PW seconded DP.  

11) The members approved the Annual Governance Statement 2024/25 and the Chair and Clerk duly signed.  Proposed PW seconded DP.  It was noted that the Council does not agree item 5 due to not having a risk assessment in place.  This is now in progress and will be in place shortly.


12)  The members approved the Accounting Statements for 2024/25 and it was signed by the Chair.  Proposed PW seconded DP. The correction to box 9 (total fixed assets 2025) was noted and initialled by the Chair and Clerk.

13)  Planning.  25/1157/FUL - Greenfields Farm, Widworthy, EX14 9JS. Erection of a covered farm yard manure store on the upper yard at Greenfields.  The members had no objections to this application. Proposed DP seconded PW.  
25/1156/AGR - Greenfields Farm, Widworthy, EX14 9JS. Prior approval for mono-pitch timber framed fodder storage shed.  The members had no objections to this application. Proposed PW seconded DP.  
25/0686/FUL - Forge House, Wilmington, EX14 9JR. Creation of new access, driveway and parking area.  The members objected to this application due to the danger posed to cars and pedestrians from a new entrance in New Lane.  The members felt that their comments from the previous application (24-0154-ful) are still valid.  Proposed PW seconded DP.  
25/0966/VAR - Land at The Old Coach House, Widworthy, EX14 9JS.  Variation of condition number 2 (approved plans) on planning permission 23/1819/VAR.  The members had no objections to this application. Proposed PW seconded DP.  

14)  Emergency Planning / Community participation.  Noticeboard installation - ongoing. Storage container - ongoing.  
It was noted that many of the Parish Councils documents prior to 2016 were lost in the flood event at the Village Hall in 2024.  These are believed to include minutes and accounts.
