The Councillors were summoned to attend a meeting of the Widworthy Parish Council held via Zoom on Tuesday, November 17th, 2020 starting at 7.30pm.  The following matters were discussed. 
Those present Councillors Samantha Coombes, Rupert Joy, Andrew Pearsall (Chair),Trudie Pearsall; Cllr Helen Parr (EDDC) and Carol Miltenburg (Clerk). 


MINUTES 


1) Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Diane Preston and Martin Shaw (DCC).  No declarations of interests in items in this meeting were made. 

2) The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on September 15th 2020 were accepted by the Council and signed by the Chairman.

3) Matters arising from previous minutes. Jubilee pump – there has been no response from the Land Registry. Communications with residents – It was felt an initial step would be to contribute to the parish magazine.  Clerk to contact.

4)  Reports. Cllr Parr advised that the EDDC website has been updated to deal with the new covid regulations.  New staff have been recruited to their Customer Services and are being trained at present.  EDDC have also received £3m in grants to help local businesses.

5)  Public Forum. No members of the public attended.

6)  Highway Matters. A35 Parishes Group / air quality.  Footpath maps – these were shown to the Council.  Cllr Joy has kindly agreed to be the parish Footpath Warden.  Clerk to contact DCC to ask if e copies of the map could be produced to put on the website etc.  Clerk to contact DCC Highways to notify about potholes at Sutton Tip and Holmebush Cross.  Concern was expressed that a tree adjacent to the A35 near Greystone Cross seems to be leaning – Clerk to notify Highways dept.  It was noted that the FOI question placed by Mr Webber concerning air quality on the A35 has been forwarded to the Councillors.

7)  Finance. Payments to be made DALC £76.82 & 16.91 (subscription & books), C Miltenburg £690 (salary & expenses), TRIP £50 (reissued - original cheque lost).  The Council agreed the above spending.  The Bank statements have been e mailed to the Council.  All our new Councillors have now been added as bank account signatories. Change of banking services provider – Clerk to send information on Unity Trust Bank to the Councillors so this can be discussed at our next meeting.  Precept f/yr 2021/22 the figures have been sent to the members to discuss at our next meeting.  The annual increase in salary for the Clerk as negotiated by NALC was agreed by the Councillors. It was agreed to purchase replacement pads for the defibrillator.

8)  Planning.  Assets of community value.  It is thought new tenants are in the White Hart. Clerk will liaise with EDDC to get more information on ACV.

9)  Emergency Planning.  Noticeboards – the new noticeboard will be erected in the bus shelter.  Clerk to contact the Church and BT concerning the possible location of other boards.  Salt bags – Clerk has ordered these and chased DCC.  It was agreed to hold a site meeting at the Village Hall to look at the site for a storage shed.  Clerk to arrange.  Letter drop re Covid-19 – it was agreed not to do this but the Council need to look at ways of trying to rebuild a feeling of community in the village.

10)  Correspondence received. None

11)  Any Other Business.  A neighbour of Cllr Joy has spoken to Openreach concerning the cost of linking to the superfast broadband cable in Widworthy when it arrives.  It is possible that the price maybe too expensive even with the Government voucher.
