1) Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Paul Arnott (EDDC) and Marcus Hartnell (DCC) - holiday. No declarations of interests were made for items in this meeting.

2) The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on July 6th, 2023 were accepted and signed by the Chair.

3) Reports from Councillors – Cllr Parr reported that Veritas report into EDDC has been completed.  Its contents and findings have been noted and an action place set up.
Police - The front desk at the Police Station will be reopening to the public very shortly.

4) Matters arising from the previous minutes. Re Planning for affordable housing -allowing the donor of land for affordable housing being allowed to build one for profit.  Cllr Webber reported that he and Mrs Jeffrey of the CLT have asked Cllr Parr to get clarification from EDDC.

5) Public Forum. None present.

6) Highway Matters.  National Highways are aware of a new field access through a devon bank to the west of the village and will be in contact with the landowner.  It was agreed to reform the A35 Parishes Group to ensure that momentum is not lost.  This to include all Parishes and towns from Honiton to Bere Regis.  Meeting to be held at Wilmington Village hall in September for 2 Councillors and a Clerk from each.

7) Finance.  Payment to be made Community Heartbeat £162.00 Defibrillator support were agreed.  Payments received. The bank statements were available for viewing. 

8)  Planning.  Canonsleigh – Cert of lawful development.  The members discussed this and to the best of their knowledge construction has taken place since 2019.

9)  Emergency Planning / Community participation. Cllr Pearsall will be attending the upcoming Emergency Flood Planning seminar.  Clerk to obtain proforma copy of emergency plan that the Council can use. Questionnaire – the answers received from the questionnaire to be circulated by email, Facebook etc to the residents. Noticeboard installation – a working party of Councillors will install these shortly. Defibrillator – Clerk to advertise the location and ask residents if there would be any interest in a course being run.

11)  Any Other Business.  Cllr Webber thanked Cllrs Mowatt and Pearsall for their work on repairing the wall at the Village Hall whilst the A35 was closed.  It was agreed to ask the residents if they would be prepared to join a working / volunteer group to do tasks to improve the village generally.  It was agreed to investigate creating some planters for placing around the village – Clerk to investgate.
