2) The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on March 3rd, 2023 were accepted and signed by the Chair.

3) Reports from Councillor Hartnell (DCC) has been sent by email and circulated to the members.  Cllr Parr advised that many meetings at EDDC are still over Zoom which is not satisfactory and that EDDC are working with DCC concerning the housing of refugees.
