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The Councillors were summoned to attend a meeting of Widworthy Parish Council held at Wilmington Village Hall on Tuesday, November 19th, 2019 starting at 7.30pm.  Those present were Cllrs Gary Knight, Andrew Pearsall and Trudie Pearsall also Cllrs Helen Parr (EDDC), Martin Shaw (DCC) and Carol Miltenburg (Clerk).
The following matters were discussed.   

MINUTES
1) [bookmark: _GoBack]Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Lake.  No declaration of interests in items in this meeting were made. 

2) The Councillors accepted of the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on September 17th 2019 and they were signed by the Chairman.

3) Matters arising from previous minutes. Jubilee pump – the Clerk is obtaining the paperwork for official registration with the Land Registry. Noticeboards – It was agreed to purchase the first noticeboard to place in the bus shelter.  This will hold 6 x A4 sheets.  Proposed Cllr Knight, unanimously agreed.  Clerk to arrange purchase. It was agreed to hold a site meeting to discuss locations and sizes for other boards in the village.  Cllr Andrew Pearsall agreed to investigate locations.  Filing cupboard - this is now in the meeting room at the Village Hall.  Clerk to purchase new lock.

4)  Reports
Cllr Parr (EDDC) reported that EDDC has set up 3 working parties to look at the various aspects of EDDC.  These are looking at car parking, governance of the council (if the cabinet format is still suitable) and the Glover Report (into a possible National Park with Dorset).  The studies are being done by independent peer review and will advise on best practice. There is shortly to be a seminar to look at the housing needs of the area.  Cllr Knight asked about electric charging points in EDDC car parks.  Cllr Parr advised that car parks in Sidmouth, Honiton, Seaton and Exmouth are to have them fitted and that Colyton Parish Council are looking at installing their own.
Cllr Shaw (DCC) reported that the has been in contact with Cllr Arnott (EDDC) over concerns on air pollution linked to the A35 etc.  He is monitoring the Fire Service Review which has now been delayed until January 2020.  He has raised this with DCC but was unable to get it discussed in cabinet.  He also asked to speak at the Fire Service consultation but the public are not permitted to speak only ask questions.  DCC and EDDC are working closely on the Climate Emergency Forum and are trying to establish a representative Citizens Assembly to reduce the carbon footprint of Devon.  The DCC budget will shortly be discussed and due to the tightening of funding will be difficult and more details will follow shortly.   Cllr Pearsall thanked Cllr Shaw for agreeing for his Locality Grant to fund the purchase of tarmac buckets to repair potholes in the parish.
Police – there were 3 reported crimes in the Parish in October, these were all for theft.

5)  Public Forum. No members of the public were present.

6)  Highway Matters. Mirror at Hayne Lane – Highways England would not approve a mirror but are writing to local residents to ask them to trim hedges.  A35 Parishes Group meeting – this will take place in January at Highways England, Exeter office with Cllrs Andrew Pearsal & Knight attending on behalf of Widworthy PC, Cllr Shaw will also attend.  It was noted that the previous H.E. report has not been circulated, Cllr Shaw will contact Andy Roberts to obtain this.
Hayne Lane closure – Clerk to contact TLU Contracts to arrange a site meeting to discuss emergency vehicle and residents access during the closure.
Cllr Andrew Pearsall noted that the lane near Suttonthorn is still has flooding.  This has been notified to DCC previously.  Cllr Shaw will chase this with Highways.

7)  Finance. Payments to be made C Miltenburg £56.64 re office cupboard; Payments approved by the Council. Payments received - none.  The bank statements were available for viewing. Additional information has been sent to Lloyds Bank to add Cllr Lake to the mandate. Review bank account provider – to be carried over to the January meeting.

8)  Planning – 18/2509/TRE Puzzle Cottage appeal – refusal decision by Planning Inspectorate noted. 

9)  Emergency Planning. Parish Online Map – Cllr Knight reported that he is trying to get the site linked to the Council website so it can be viewed by residents.  
Sandbags – these are with Cllr Pearsall and Cllr Knight and are available for residents to use.  They are unfilled, residents will have to do this themselves. The Council also discussed to possibility of an ‘emergency’ storage area at the Village Hall. Air ambulance landing site – clerk to contact DAAT to arrange meeting.  Clerk to obtain bags of salt from DCC.

10)  Correspondence received.  Rural micro businesses, noted.  DCC Devon Climate Emergency Group.  

11)  Any Other Business.  None
