The Councillors were summoned to a meeting of Widworthy Parish Council held in Wilmington Village Hall on Tuesday, January 16th, 2018 commencing at 7.30pm.

Thpse present Councillors David Olive, Andrew Pearsall (Chairman), Janet Twist, Helen Parr (EDDC) and Martin Shaw (DCC).  Carol Miltenburg, Parish Clerk.  No members of the public were present.

Minutes

Cllr Pearsall welcomed all to the meeting an wished them a Happy New Year.
1. Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs Robert Gardner and Graham Godbeer.

2. The minutes of the meeting held on November 21st, 2017 were approved by the Council and signed by Cllr Pearsall with an amendment that Cllr Olive had sent apologies for being unable to attend. 

3. Declarations of Interests for this meeting were made by Cllr Twist as she Is a member of the Wilmington CLT.

4. Matters arising from the previous minutes.  None. 

5. Reports from County Councillor Martin Shaw referred to his January report which the Councillors received by e mail.  He is still waiting for the report on the local hospital strategy and advised there is a public meeting in Honiton later in the week.  DCC Highways have a pothole action fund of £49,000 to cover 9 parishes.  The budgetd of next year are done and the DCC element of the council tax will rise.  Councillor Parr emphasised about the money available (£149k) in the Parishes Together Fund which has to be applied for by early February.
[bookmark: _GoBack]CLT update.  Cllr Twist reported that they are still waiting to hear the planning decision from EDDC.  Teign Housing has now been appointed as the provider and the CLT are looking to appoint a solicitor and architect for the project. The AGM will be in mid May. The CLT requested to have a page on the Councils website to publish information This was agreed.
A35 group update. Cllr Pearsall reported that a meeting with Highways England will be held on Friday, March 16th.

6. Parishioners Questions. None.

7. Highways issues – general.  DCC requested information on local flooding Cllr Pearsall reported flooding where the bank in Featherbed Lane needs repair.  Flooding was also noted near Stoney Lane on Hayne Lane.


8. Planning Applications & updates. 
17/2724/ FUL – Hazelcroft, Wilmington.  No objections received. Application approved by EDDC.
17/0136/TP0 – Trees at White Sand Pit.  EDDC have advised this applies to all the trees in the area.  Clerk to clarify and obtain map etc from EDDC.

9. Finance -  Payments to be made – C Miltenburg £496.20 Clerks salary & expenses; HMRC £3.40) PAYE/NI.  Payments received - none. The bank statements were available for inspection.  Precept – Having reviewed the spending of the Council the precept for 2018/19 was set at £2,700.00.  Pensions regulator – Declaration of Compliance receipt noted.  Payments & precept proposed by Cllr Pearsall and seconded by Cllrs Olive and Twist.

10.  Emergency Planning -  Defibrillator – It was agreed to meet with Mrs Tina Sauvage of the Community Heartbeat Trust to discuss which system would be best for the village.  Clerk to arrange a meeting at Cllr Pearsalls home at a mutually convenient time.   Flooding – see above.

11. Discuss any correspondence.  Parishes Together.  It was agreed to obtain tubs of tarmac to allow the Road Warden to make repairs to potholes.  This would be a joint project with Shute Parish Council.

12. Any other business – Meeting calendar for 2018/9 – this was accepted by the Councillors present.
